To help customers, FAl is in the process of simplifying timing chain kit contents to create just
three derivatives per application. This will allow for quick identification and reduce stock holding &
shipping costs. As a result, this will affect how we create part numbers: Example below

TCKxxxWO = Basic kit without gears or gaskets
TCKxxx = Kit with gears & gaskets (non VVT)
TCKxxxVVT = Complete kit with gears, gaskets & VVT hubs
